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The Program starts when our visitors arrive 
in Trujillo after a sightseeing trip by bus.
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All the families are waiting for our visitors at 
El Cultural.
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Each of our students is hosted by one 
family. We have a group of families that have 

worked with us for about 10 years.
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For the next 10 days, our students have 
classes in Spanish. The group is divided in 
two to have a more personalized attention.
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During their classes, they do different 
activities, like cooking a typical dish.
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Doing presentations.
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In the afternoons, they do different 
things. For example:

Visit Peruvian students having English classes.
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Visit the main attractions in the 
city (Colonial Houses, 

Churches, Cesar Vallejos 
house, etc).
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Receive lectures on topics like Peruvian 
Religion, Politics, Literature, Medicine, the Arts.
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Some afternoons are dedicated to their learning 
of Typical dances of the Coast, Highland and 

Jungle.
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Everyday, the program finishes around 5, but if 
they are willing, we participate in some friendly 
evening soccer games with some staff of our 

center.
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We have two saturdays in the program, they are 
dedicated to learn about the Historic Places in 
the Region; with our van and a tour guide we 

start at…
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A mini-zoo
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Then, a workshop of 
Mochica’s Ceramics.
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After that, We visit the 
Temples of the Sun and 

the Moon (Mochica’s 
culture).
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It’s around 10 a.m., so we go to Chan -Chan (The 
biggest mud city).
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We end up that day with a nice lunch.
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The next Saturday, we go further, we take a 
three hour trip to Chiclayo and see “El Señor de 

Sipan” and the beaches of the north.
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As you may see, it is a very nice program with 
lots of fun and learning experiences.
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This is the everyday agenda.
